Bnk levels are
displayed on a 4xd-inch backlit LCD
text display. It is compatible with non-
contact capacitive level sensos, 3-
240 Ohm float-style sensos, & well as
zero- to five-volt output sensors allow-
ing maximum flexibility when specify
ing sensos. It will also monitor and dis-
play data from a sandard 0-90 Ohm
LPG sending unit. The ank levels ae
also displayed as a D-position bar
graph, with LPG leels shavn as a per
cent and batery wltage betveen 10
and 15 volts in 0.25-volt increments.
For installation ease, each connection
on the terminal blocks is cleaty labeled
with a silkscreened legend b alleviate
mis-wiring.

The Piofile Series Solo Monibring
and Display Panel is another option
should you just need one &ank moni-
tored. It's ideal for installing in the
head because of it's simpliciy of use.
Tank positions are showvn as a five-posk

low light conditions. It is also compatk
ble with non-contact capacitive level
sensos, 3-240 Ohm float-style sen
sors, @& well as zeo- to five-volt output
sensos. Because of this, atrofitting is
not a problem. Like the 8-tank display
panel, the Pofile Solo display panels
can autnomously monitor the
attached tank and light a warning light

when the tank is either too high (as in a
waste tank) or too low (fresh tank). The
Profile Solo panel also runs the EZ-Ry-
file software algorithm correcting for
odd tank geometry and sensorype for
maximum accuracy.

A newer addition to the New Provi-
dence family, that has the same capabil
ities & the Pofile series, is the Pofile
Legag Panel. This coms in two differ-
ent sizes including the sixinch wide by
three point eight-inch high panel and
also the seen-inch wide by three point
eight-inch high panel.

If you have plastic (HDPE or LDPE)
or fiberglasswalled fluid tanks, you may
want to consider the Exernal non-Con-
tact Fluid Level Sensor It isn't suited
for metal tanks. In fact, weod-cored
fiberglass valled tanks mg give erratic
reading results due b the extra thick-
ness of the @ank wall and chance of
varying humidity levels within wood

core. for this type and meal tanks, yu
may want to consider installing New
Providence's internal rod-style sensos,
which install through a one-inch NPT
threaded hole in the bp of the tank.
